The Library of Alexandria or the Bibliotheca Alexandrina is considered one of the most
important libraries of the ancient world. It was a prominent cultural center. It was dedicated to the

Muses, the nine goddesses of the arts. The library was originally a section of a larger research

center called the Museum of Alexandria, where a large number of distinguished thinkers of the
ancient world studied. The library was founded at the beginning of the third century BC by
Alexander the Great's successor, Ptolemy I Soter, who served as not only the king of Egypt but also
the founder of the Ptolemaic dynasty. It is estimated that it contained about 40,000 to 400,000 books
in the form of papyrus rolls. It is believed that the library was burned down. Its destruction led to
the loss of many books with their treasures of culture and knowledge. There are different accounts

of the causes of that cultural disaster.

The Library of Alexandria was revived in the twentieth century. The reason of reviving the

Library of Alexandria was a commemoration of the values of research, knowledge and wisdom that

the old library embodied. The plan of reconstructing the Library of Alexandria dates back to 1974.

Alexandria University was entrusted with the task of carrying out the rebuilding plan. It chose a
piece of land close to the location of the old library, between the University and the seashore.
UNESCO supported the project and organized an architeétural design competition in 1988 in order
to select a design suitable for the old monument and its heritage. Construction work started in

1995, and the new building was inaugurated on 16 October 2002.
